Minutes of IOWLL AGM 6:30pm Saturday 22nd. June, 2024 St.
Ninian’s Hall, Isle of Whithorn.

Persons present: Andrew Read (AR) Chair, Joint Secretary chalets 4,11,31. Diana Edwards
(DE) chalet 22, Kathryn Norgate (KN) Joint Secretary, Treasurer, Grounds Maintenance,
minute taker, chalet 14, Glyn Mountain (GM) chalet 7, Stephen Walker (SW) chalet 12a,
Chris Harrison (CH) chalet 25, Caroline Hallam (CJH) chalet 37, Graham and Elaine Perrett
(GP) chalet 2, Diane Collins (DC) chalet 34, John Findlay (JF) chalet 3, Muriel Sneddon
(MS) chalet 10.

Apologies: numbers 8,9,12,21,35,36,38,43.

AR opened the meeting at 6:30pm.
Attendees were informed of the loss of one of our very long term residents, Anne Kay who
lived at number 40 and died in December. Those who knew her remember her with fondness.

The minutes of the 2023 AGM were agreed as correct, proposed by SW, seconded by DC.

KN read out the Treasurer’s, Secretary’s and Grounds Maintenance reports as previously
circulated on the web site.

Additional information is that the present balances of the two bank accounts are £21,224.01
in the savings account and £1,155.65 in the current account. To date 16 owners have paid the
levy and 5 cheques are yet to be cleared.

The repainting of the lamp posts has been completed and a new, larger 10mph speed sign
installed on the second lamp post. It was requested that the speed limit is observed.

The long term plan for road resurfacing was briefly discussed and owners with shale or
pebbles on driveways were requested to keep them off the roadway to reduce erosion.

AR then went on to outline the result of obtaining a definitive decision on the matter of the
astronomy dome and the associated burdens. This had been done by consulting a solicitor at a
cost of £300. The purpose being to put the matter to rest once and for all and for future
committees to have a legal framework. A lively discussion ensued regarding provision of
original title deeds and current copies. It was intended to seek to restrict any future garage
alterations by adding the prohibition to the Rules which are an addendum to the Burdens but
do not form part of the title deeds. A general discussion concluded that it was unlikely that
such alterations would occur and the matter was set aside for further consultation and
presentation at the next AGM. It was stated that GM had all the necessary planning consents
and that matter is closed.

Comment was that some garage owners have title deeds and some don’t as they have been
lost over time.

Election of Directors.
AR has served three years and is willing to remain. Proposed by KN seconded by CH.
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MS raised the issue of grounds maintenance stating that there has recently been an
improvement but doubted this would be maintained. The bad grass cutting earlier in the year
was commented on. DC agreed.

The quality of grass cutting is always an item raised and the committee continues to address
it. Shorter cutting is the main aim to reduce the thatch which has built up over the years.

CH asked what the levy increase was for. KN reported that grass cutting costs had increased
but the number of cuts has decreased to go some way to offset this. What we pay, £220 per
week, is for each cut irrespective of how long each cut takes. The cutting season will be
extended this season, only in December and January will there be no cuts. AR stated that we
need to maintain a healthy financial situation to reduce any extra levies when major works
are needed.

MS mentioned the work being done to introduce fibre internet and phone connections and the
difficulties vulnerable people or those without an internet connection would have - personal
safety alarms and suchlike. DC mentioned the availability of backup batteries to provide
cover during power cuts.

GM stated that visitors are taking short cuts across gardens, seemingly encouraged by the
open plan design. Friendly words of advice were recommended at the time to individuals and
it was noted that information to this end is on the web site. The other rules including not
feeding the birds are included on the web site.

KN requested owners keep the committee informed of up to date key holder details and key
safe codes for access to properties in case of emergency. In addition the location and keeping
clear the outside stop cocks to allow water to be turned off without accessing a chalet if
necessary.
